· Pick your top two days for volunteering. We will confirm your time slots by email. Unless otherwise arranged, volunteering slots are for 1.5 to 2 hours per day.
· If you are volunteering through the pandemic and are doing virtual hours, you can leave the best times portion blank. 
· Please do your best to let us know in advance if you cannot make it for your volunteer day. This will give other volunteers a chance to complete volunteer hours. If you are not able to stay committed to your volunteer day and time on an ongoing basis, we may have to remove you from the volunteer list.
· When you volunteer at the library, please be on your best behavior. Direct any patron questions to library staff. 
· Please respect confidentiality laws. Any activities, internet usage, library material usage, and program attendance are protected by NH library confidentiality laws. Do not share any information about what you may see people looking at in the library. 
· Staff areas are for staff. Please avoid going behind the circulation desks or into staff offices. Thank you!
· You will be trained on shelf reading if you choose that area. Do your best to pay attention during your training and ask questions if you are not sure about where something goes. 
· Checking in and tracking your hours are up to you. Every volunteer must sign-in and sign-out each shift in the “Volunteer Sign-In” binder located on the YA desk on the second floor. 
· If volunteering through the pandemic we will track your hours and e-mail you with approved hours.

1.) Lead a program or program series: if you are interested in coordinating programs for other young adults, please speak directly with the Head of Teen Services  Librarian Krista to discuss your ideas and work on scheduling, promotion, and preparation. You should still complete this application and we recommend volunteering in the other interest areas in addition to any programs you would like to work on.

Library Bill of Rights

The American Library Association affirms that all libraries are forums for information and ideas, and that the following basic policies should guide their services.

I. Books and other library resources should be provided for the interest, information, and enlightenment of all people of the community the library serves. Materials should not be excluded because of the origin, background, or views of those contributing to their creation.

II. Libraries should provide materials and information presenting all points of view on current and historical issues. Materials should not be proscribed or removed because of partisan or doctrinal disapproval.

III. Libraries should challenge censorship in the fulfillment of their responsibility to provide information and enlightenment.

IV. Libraries should cooperate with all persons and groups concerned with resisting abridgment of free expression and free access to ideas.

V. A person’s right to use a library should not be denied or abridged because of origin, age, background, or views.

VI. Libraries which make exhibit spaces and meeting rooms available to the public they serve should make such facilities available on an equitable basis, regardless of the beliefs or affiliations of individuals or groups requesting their use.
